Workshop outline:

Sunday, April 24 – 2 to 4:30 p.m. – Needle Felting – Try your hand at this intriguing craft to fashion 

decorations from wool roving.  Cost $35 per person, including all materials and HST. 

Sunday, May 1 – 2 to 4 p.m. – Watercolour Painting – Artist Amanda Moorehouse will introduce you to 

watercolour techniques and then provide guidance while you create a painting inspired by Moore 

Museum’s collection.  Cost $35 per person, including all materials and HST.
